This allows the brain to increase its learning process and allows for quicker and more prompt learning and studying retention. Upon entering a private boarding school this may be extremely hard for the teen to start out but upon daily learning and astonishing the amount of sentences and paragraphs the trouble teen retains. What should I look for in a private school?
As a parent I would make sure I check the private boarding schools education first and foremost. Make sure they have an accredited education system in place as well as certified teachers to administrate the education to your teen. Also check with the better business bureau and state agencies to make sure the school is functioning properly and not just a “warehouse” for teens. Some private boarding schools just warehouse the teens and only offer about a 35% success rate for completing the program. I would also get parent references so you can speak with parents who have had their teen in the program good or bad. This allows you to not only hear the good but also what concerns past parents have had with the program. By doing this you can ask the school if the have addressed the issues that the past parents have had concerns with and remedied them.
